Specific objective 1.1
Developing and enhancing research and innovation capacities and the uptake of advanced technologies
The focuses shall be the followings:
1.  RDI related transnational policies and processes for closing innovation gaps and towards the uptake of innovation and advanced technologies e. g. nanotechnologies, advanced materials, advanced manufacturing and processing (production technologies) and biotechnology.
3. Technology transfer and technology uptake towards and from SMEs and improved access to quadruple transnational research and innovation infrastructures with macro-regional significance.
What we finance
1. Improving transnational cooperation to support joint technology generation, uptake and upscaling in the following fields: nanotechnologies, advanced materials, advanced manufacturing and processing (production technologies) and health industry (establishing joint medicine research clusters/centres, usage of digitalization and artificial intelligence in medicine/health care, analysing big data sets in medicine, biotechnology). 



The initiators of this project consider that the objectives of the project are in line with the priorities of the Slovenian EUSDR Presidency (title of the Slovenian presidency: ”Empowering cooperation”), presented in advanced also at the joint National Coordinators – Priority Area Coordinators (NC-PAC) meeting in Viena on 29-30 sept 2022. The official presentation of the Slovenian EUSDR Presidency Programme and priorities will take place on 1 and 2 December 2022 at Brdo pri Kranju, Slovenia. One of the priorities will focus on the development of the knowledge society in the Danube region.
In this context, a corner stone of this project will be the development of the knowledge society in the Danube region. We will focus on the presentation (at the next steering committee meeting) of the project in the framework of the Priority Area 7 (knowledge society) coordinated also by Slovenia. The initiators are interested for the analyses and to receive from the 14 EUSDR countries as many reactions as possible for this project. 
Further on this project aims for intensifying the cooperation between the Romanian initiators and similar agencies and private actors in the Non EU member states of EUSDR like R Moldova and Ukraine. The success of the Ukrainian EUSDR presidency in 2022 underlines the importance to increase cooperation in the framework of the EUSDR with Non EU members.
The project will focus on identifying possible integrating links with the EUSDR flagship project ”MULTILATERAL SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNOLOGICAL COOPERATION IN THE DANUBE REGION” witch was created based on existing bilateral cooperation programmes in the Danube region. In this context the Romanian initiators of this project will develop specific aactions to contribute - to contribute to research capacity development in the Region; to support the advancement of cross-border research cooperation; to provide an opportunity for young/female researchers in the EUSDR countries to cooperate in an international setting like ELI NP Magurele and to develop their scientific careers; to facilitate joint participation in European research projects in the Romanian ELI NP research center;
Brief summary. The project is developing a new method to speed up the knowledge transfer from advanced research to the competitiveness of the companies for a better life in the Danube Region.
